9. If your vehicles intake utilizes a Mass Airflow , or
MAF sensor: Transfer the sensor into the Airaid in-
take tube as shown and secure using the two 1/2" Button
Head Screws. Complete the Tube assembly by inserting
the MAP Plug. Discard the Meter Cap and Gasket. They
will not be used.
